ANNUAL REPORT 2009-2010
The following is a brief report of the business carried out by Tilston Parish Council for the year May 2009 to April 2010.

Chairman’s for the year 2009/10 – Cllr. P. Honeyborne
This year we welcomed a new Parish Councillor, Nicola Prince, who filled the place left open by the death of her Aunt, Mary Prince.

We have participated in various activities and consultations.  In August our first ward walk was taken in the company of representatives from various groups including highways. Areas for improvement were noted.

During open forums at the beginning of parish council meetings members of the public have expressed their views regarding the plans to build houses on the Fox and Hounds site and we held a public meeting in October when the architect for the plan came and answered questions.

We have applied for and received a grant for the new notice board on Tilston War memorial Hall. We have made donations to the War Memorial Hall and the playing field towards their insurance.

The Tilston Parish Council website is continually being updated and includes the beginnings of the village directory. On the website there are links to other websites as well as details of local businesses. The minutes of our Parish Council meetings can be found on the website as well as on the notice board and in the shop.  People can leave comments and questions for the Parish Council on the website of in the box in the village shop. We are hoping to have an information point for access to more about the council’s work. 

We have looked into the possibility of a car sharing scheme.

We have written letters of support when asked to.

We have entered into the Cheshire Community Spirit Award 2010.

We have initiated a Gardening Competition this year with various categories which we hope has something for everyone to enter and includes the Tallest Sunflower competition in association with the School.

We had a very interesting Parish meeting in March when the speakers were Adrian Donovan talking about the Wakes, Dave Roberts about the Playing Field, the Community Safety Warden Yvonne Goodwin talking and answering questions about the warden’s role in the community and the Revd Jane Stephenson talking about the role of the Church in the community.

At present we have a vacancy for a Parish Councillor which we hope to fill very soon.

We note with pleasure that Neil Ritchie a long serving Parish Councillor and also one of our Ward councillors is to become Lord Mayor of Chester along with his wife Kathie as Lady Mayoress and we wish them well for the coming year.

Finally I would like to thank Ann Wright, our Clerk, who sees that all the Parish Council work goes smoothly and who does enormous amounts of work behind the scenes to ensure this.
