Conservation Area Appraisal

January 2008

Tilston Parish Council would like to make the following observations and amendments to the draft Conservation Area Appraisal.

AMENDMENTS

Page 2 – Listed Buildings.

Tilston Cottage & Ivy Dene should be noted as being on Malpas Road.

HISTORIC DEVELOPMENT

The settlement describes as Bovivum is now thought to be at Grafton as marked in the maps. Please note corrected spelling BOVIUM.
It is though that the word ‘Tan’ or ‘Tun’ comes from the Saxon or old English for place or settlement.

It is believed that the medieval settlement of Tilston existed in the area of St Mary’s church and Long Lane but that the settlement relocated after the Black Death or plague. An additional settlement developed at Low Cross in the vicinity of the Brook where there are signs of several water mills.

Page 3 - KEY FEATURES OF THE CONSERVATION AREA

Streetscape – please note the Roman Road is Malpas Road or Wet Lane which follow the Roman Road.

Historic Floor Surface – Denson’s Mews was formerly Yew Tree Farm.

CHARACTER OF CONSERVATION AREA

Tilston is located 13 miles south of Chester not 14 as stated.

Page 4 – Second Paragraph

Please note that the Fox & Hounds Public House is now disused.

Listed Buildings – 3rd Line – typing error, letters ‘e t’ 

Please note that Well House Antiques was formerly the Butchers Arms Public House.

Page 7 – Enhancement Opportunities – Landscape & Streetscape Maintenance
The council disagrees that the seat (typing error ‘sit’) by the stocks is unsuitable and has just paid for the seat to be repaired (March 2008). However the litter bin could be more in keeping with the surroundings.

The council also disagrees that the fence around the horse-chestnut tree should be repainted as this would be totally out of keeping.

Building requiring attention

Suggestions that the front car parking area of the Fox and Hounds Public House should be landscaped raises the question of whether this is a public space.

OBSERVATIONS 

The council felt this was both an interesting and helpful document as a means to preserve Tilston’s ‘Treasures’.
It was also hoped that information in the document maybe used to help bring about the restoration and preservation of the derelict Fox and Hounds Public House.

The council would have liked to have seen more mention of the white railings (Cheshire Railings) by the Green.
