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Tilston Parish Council would like to make the following observations.
Both these statements have been based on current practice and experience so it is of no surprise that they appear well laid out and explicit. It is difficult to find any basic faults. However, the following comments should be considered:
·  Both these Acts rely on self assessment and even though the applicants are encouraged to seek assistance from various bodies in making their applications, I see no reference to any system of audit to ensure that the details provided are correct.
Licensing Policy;
· Item 6.8...If there is a history of crime and disorder/public nuisance, why consider the application at all. A demonstration of strict enforcement would soon ensure compliance.
· Item 6.11...this statement suggests that the authority just wants to get rid of the problem out of the city.
· Item 9.2...should include noxious fumes (these might not smell but could be lethal).
· Item 19.9...DCMS should avoid use of abbreviations for clarity.
· Item 20.2...Can't understand why non-licensed persons can give up to 5 temporary event notices in each calendar year if you have got a system of control requiring personal licenses.
Gaming Act principles:
· As stated above, with any form of delegation and self assessment, there should be an Audit trail.
· item 4.2 and 4.5...statements which include such words as 'reasonable' and 'considered on its merits' are vague and could lead the Authority vulnerable when dealing with complaints.
· Although it appears that the Act and associated Guidelines contain considerable information on which to base decisions, it is suggested that a Procedural document is raised describing how such a decision is reached. This would give added strength to the Authority when dealing with complaints. This is particularly relevant to item 8.4.
