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Tilston Parish Council would like to make the following observations

Most of the transport concerns in Tilston appear to have been recognised by this consultation document, however the following points need to be reinforced as issues of great importance:-

· Regular, accessible and reliable transport is needed for/to

1. Medical centres including Malpas and Tattenhall GP Surgeries, Wrexham Maelor Hospital and the Countess of Chester Hospital etc

2. Commercial Centres including Chester, Wrexham, Whitchurch, Broughton etc as well as smaller areas nearer to Tilston including Malpas

3. Social Centres including Centres for Education

4. Physical Activity Centres

· More emphasis needs to be placed on providing transport which is suitable for the elderly and disabled

· Access to emergency services should also be improved especially ambulance and fire services

The consultation raises the question how much influence parish councils have when service providers say they cannot maintain a service or comply to set standards of service delivery.

Tilston, a small rural village, by its nature is one of the most under-provided areas in terms of facilities – if these facilities cannot be provided within the community then public transport must be provided so these facilities can be accessed elsewhere.
