Tilston Parish Council would like to make the following observations

· In principle the idea appears sound, surely councils should already be doing this. Don’t they argue for public money from central government? If this money is not available now why will is suddenly be available in the future. Is there new money available?
· Will there be a conflict of interest between parish councils and Citizen panels? It should not be forgotten that parish councils are elected representatives of their local community.

· Not convinced the public will become involved as it can already be difficult to get the public to stand for the Parish Council.

· What safeguards will stop unprofitable enterprises (supported by the few) being ‘propped-up’ by public money.
· If an enterprise is supported by public money so that the individual gains benefit/profit irrespective of the enterprises use to the community it is likely to be derisive.

· Any proposal is likely to need well-written justification.

· There maybe a case for areas joining to put forward collective bids.

· Could funding be used to pay for a community policing?

· The act will provide a vehicle for obtaining public money and could help in the purchase of more land for e.g. additional community amenties, OAP housing, Road improvements/safety issues. However it is suspected that money granted will end up on Local Authority pet schemes like additional money for education.
