25. APOLOGIES

26.  DECLARATION OF INTERESTS

Mr. Pomfret declared a personal interest in item 12 Rookery Road Garages as his home neighbours this property.
27.  MINUTES

Resolved - That the Chairman signs, as a correct record the circulated minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 8th May 2008.
28.  THE GREEN
The clerk reported that Chester City Council planning enforcement have issued a section 215 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (amended) against the owners of the Fox and Hounds who have 14 days to submit an action plan to improve the state of the building which is in a conservation area. Chester City Councillor Neil Ritchie explained he has reported the building to Chester City Council building control department as the property has become unsecured with windows and doors left open. It is believed both departments will take action together.
Grass cutting has taken place on the verges around the green and the green itself by County highways department this will continue through out the growing season and is to be monitored.

The council agreed that the clerk should buy crocus and snowdrop bulbs to be planted around the chestnut tree during September to a value of approximately £25.00.

29.  PLANNING

The Council accepted observations and decisions as listed on page 28 of the planning register.
The council agreed to support application 08/01081/CAT, Fell 1 Holly, crown clean lift and thin 1 Holly tree and reduce Leylandi Hedge row, 
30. CONSULTATION ON CONSERVATION AREAS
The council agreed to send the observations and additional information as on pages 10 & 11 of the minutes book.
31.  A41 BUS SERVICE

The clerk reported that meetings have been held with Cheshire County Council officers involved with the A41 bus route and John Cherry and John Leigh from Helms of Eastham. They agreed that there were significant problems with the service in terms of the timetable and bus reliability when the new service was introduced. However these issues have been overcome and a new timetable is to be introduced on the 21st July which will give buses a longer turn around time between journeys and the buses will terminate at Tesco’s in Whitchurch. The council agreed to monitor the service which many residents rely on.
The clerk also reported there is a Public Transport Liaison Committee meeting on the 16th July at County Hall, Chester from 6.30.
32.  ACCOUNTS

RESOLVED - The Council accepted the accounts and the chairman signed as circulated the Cash Book page 21.

It was also agreed that the clerk should purchase wine for Mr. G. Lamb as payment from carrying out the internal audit.

The clerk highlighted the following points in the standing orders

69) Rules allowing members of the public to speak at meetings

75) Planning procedures – This is to be amended removing the need to record the applicants name in the planning register and to read.


The clerk shall circulate every planning application to all councillors for comment 

within 48 hours of receipt.

The council will consider approval of the standing orders at the September 2008 meeting.
34. TILSTON PLAYING FIELD COMMITTEE
The chairman gave a full report on the activities and fund raising of the playing field committee page 12 of the minutes book.
35. STREET ORDERLY
The council appointed Councillors John Bird, Dave Passey and Mike Scully to interview candidates for the position of Street Orderly the clerk will arrange interviews following the 1st August deadline for all applications.
36. ROOKERY ROAD GARAGES

The clerk reported she had spoken to members of Chester and District Housing Trust who had promised to reply to the council’s request to manage this property by this meeting, they had failed to do so, the clerk will continue to pressure CDHT on this matter.

37. SPEEDING & CHURCH ROAD

The council agreed to arrange a site meeting with Derek Bowker on Church Road during the school term. It was felt that the SID would not offer a solution to this problem. The clerk also reported that PC R Boulton is to ask the traffic police to give priority to carrying out speed checks in Tilston.

38. CONSULTATIONS

The clerk reported on the importance of the council making well constructed and balanced comments on future consultations as it is clear that other bodies including developers are dominating the consultation process. This is particularly important at the moment as there is likely to be a number of crucial local consultations with the establishment of the new Cheshire West and Chester Authority. It is crucial a small rural area such as Tilston should get its view heard. It was agreed that all councillors will be notified of consultations should they wish to be involved and that Councillors Eric Pomfret and Mike Scully will lead on forming comments with additional help from other neighbouring parish councils or member of the community.
The chairman highlighted a current consultation identified by the Women’s Institute on referring to the Sustainable Communities Act which encourages greater cooperation and negotiation between communities and authorities. The council agreed this should be considered at the next meeting.
39. CHARITY REQUEST

The council agreed not to make a donation to the Cheshire Centre for Independent Living.

The council agreed to only consider local ‘grass roots’ donation requests at council meetings all other requests including national charities will be circulated in the correspondence file where councillors can arrange individual donations or can identify requests which they feel should be considered by the council.
