97. DUCKINGTON ROAD
The council noted the letter received however it did not answer the question of local farmers being able to spread grit during very cold spells.

98. ROOKERY ROAD 
It was reported that Chester City Council own this land and are therefore responsible for its maintenance. The clerk is awaiting information on the frequency of maintenance so that it can be monitored. 
99. ROOKERY ROAD GARAGES
Following the site visit with Martin Carey from the Chester and District Housing Trust the council is awaiting costings and plans for a number of different alternatives for the site including new garages which could be leased by the parish council.
100. MALPAS ROAD
Cheshire County Council have carried out work to solve the flooding problem.
101. ELECTORAL BOUNDARY REVIEW
It was reported that the Cheshire West & Chester Authority has 72 members at present covering a large geographical area. It was felt that the Parish council did not have adequate information to answer this question properly but that the parish council supported the idea of more rather than fewer councillors as three councillors were now expected to do the work of seven. It was agreed that a response should be sent accordingly.
