MINUTES

RESOLVED 11/95 - that the Chairman signs, as a correct record the circulated minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 6th January 2011.
TILSTON PLAYING FIELD COMMITTEE
The Chairman reported that the new gate had now been painted and some planings have also been put in the gateway. Redecoration of the football hut has now begun funded by a number of grants including one from the Rural West Area Programme board.
COMMUNITY PRIDE COMPETITION
RESOLVED 11/96 – that the council enters Tilston in the Community Pride Competition 2011.

It was agreed that this should be publicised in the Tilston and Shocklach Reporter. 
TILSTON PARISH PLAN

It was agreed to take this agenda item and item 12, Parish Meeting, together. Cllr. Pomfret reported the Parish Plan steering group had received quotes for the printing of 250 abridged, residents copies of the plan and for 20 full versions. The abridged version will be delivered to every house in advance of the Parish Meeting and will include a brief introduction, details about the Parish meeting and the 7 pages of actions. It was hoped the Parish Meeting will help prioritise these actions. The complete plan will also be put onto the Council’s website.
QUALITY STATUS

RESOLVED 11/97 – that the council works toward Quality Status.

CHURCH ROAD FOOTPATH

The clerk read an e-mail received from CW&C highways engineer, Helena Crawford, which stated that drawings would be produced for the scheme as soon as possible (for the May meeting). There is no funding available for the project in this or the next (2011-2012) financial year. A bid will be put in this summer for funding in the 2012-2013 financial year. The estimated cost at this point is around £22,000.  It was also stated that the hedge would need to be removed between September and March in any year so as to comply with the Countryside and Wildlife Act 1981.
PLANNING
RESOLVED 11/98 - that the council supports application 11/00316/FUL, Demolition of existing garage, construction of single storey extension for disabled persons and relocation oil tank, with the following conditions:-

· The property has 2 parking spaces.
· That the oil tank is restricted in size and adequately screened.

RESOLVED 11/99 - that the council supports application 11/00008/FUL, Replacement of asbestos roof to rear lean-to with slate and construction of French doors and new windows.

RESOLVED 11/100 – that the council supports application 11/00389/FUL, Two storey side extension, with the following conditions:-
· That the size of the extension is within planning policy guidelines.
· That the existing drains are protected during the construction of the new extension.
· That neighbours comments are taken into consideration as far as possible.
The clerk read an e-mail received from CW&C stating that as off 1st April 2011 all planning applications will be sent by e-mail. A training event is to be held on the 16th March to demonstrate the new system. The clerk will attend this session hopefully with some councillors and will report back to the May meeting. It was agreed a buddy system or other arrangements will be put in place for those parish councillors who do not have internet access.

DIAMOND JUBILEE

It was agreed that it was important that the Jubilee is celebrated in Tilston and a group should be formed to organise events including as many of the different organisations which exist in Tilston as possible. It was agreed this should be mentioned at the Parish Meeting and groups should be contacted and a working group formed following the Council’s May meeting.

DOG FOULING

It was reported that the community action day in Tilston against dog fouling had been very successful, with parish councillors, CW&C street scene teams and community safety wardens taking part. The community Safety Wardens reported they will be continuing to patrol the area and speak to dog walkers in the future. The clerk reported photographs from the day were on the Parish Council’s website as are all the posters designed by the pupils in years 5 and 6 at the Environmental workshop run by the Wardens on the morning.
