OPEN FORUM

The following points/questions were raised regarding the proposal to build 12 affordable houses on the field behind the War Memorial Hall:-
· What was meant by affordable? Value of these homes had been stated at £250,000 and £200,000. Shared equity or rented?
· Issue of access onto the site – on a dangerous bend or by War Memorial Hall.
· Impact on the environment, neighbouring properties & residents

· Need, existing survey data produced in 2004 is out of date and does not take into account low cost houses in neighbouring parishes which have been built or have planning permission. Development on the Fox & Hounds site could meet affordable housing demands in Tilston.

· Light pollution from possible street lights.
· A view was expressed that this land should be used for the benefit of Tilston residents and the War Memorial Hall, it could be developed as a car park for the Hall and as an open space for the use of residents.

· Green field site should not be developed while brown field sites exist like the Fox & Hounds.

The Council accepted observations and decisions as listed on page 31 of the planning

register.  The council confirmed observations made for application 08/01414/OUT, construction of dwelling for agricultural worker pages 29,30 of the planning register.
Councillor Ritchie left the room and took no further part in the discussion.

 The council agreed observations of ‘No Objection’ for applications 08/01487/FUL, rear extension at Tilston Lodge and 08/01511/FUL replacement oak framed building.

48. TILSTON PLAYING FIELD COMMITTEE
It was reported that the committee has now reached the target amount to purchase the field but will continue to raise funds for the field’s maintenance and development. £2600 had been raised at a music evening held at Little Hill Farm which had been very successful
49. ROOKERY ROAD GARAGES

The clerk reported she had spoken to a representative of Chester and District Housing Trust who had confirmed that Chester and District Housing Trust were now considering developing the site themselves but that this could take a number of years. The possibility of CDHT paying for the street orderly one hour a week to keep the site tidy was suggested by CDHT. The council agreed with this in principle, the clerk is to confirm the details with CDHT.
50. SPEEDING & CHURCH ROAD

It was reported that a meeting had taken place between P. Honeyborne, N. Ritchie, Dave Passey and D. Bowker from Cheshire Action and Project Rural Matters to look at the issue of speeding on Church Road during school dropping off and collection times. The meeting had taken place at school dropping off time and Mr. Bowker had used the hand held speed gun to monitor speeding. The congestion at this time did slow traffic considerably however cars did speed up once the congestion had cleared. The council will continue to monitor the situation.
